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Supplies for the Acrylic Layers Workshop Mini-Series

Introduction:

I am so pleased you will be joining me for this Acrylic Layers Workshop! Below is information
related to the workshop supplies you will need. Do not hesitate to contact me with any
questions! Please be reassured, no matter your experience level with painting or acrylics, this
workshop will be a lot of fun and will spark your creativity!

This supplies list is organized into three sections: Workspace & Miscellaneous, Basic (Minimum
Needed), and Optional (The Fun Stuff!)

The Workspace & Miscellaneous portion addresses setting up your space to make your
workshop experience as effective (and easy clean up!) as possible.

To get the gist of this process you do not need a ton of supplies. In addition, the flexibility you
have in adapting even a minimal set of supplies to your mixed media applications is endless. |
have captured a basic set for this workshop in the “BASIC” list which covers what | will be
demonstrating with.

I have also prepared an "OPTIONAL" list for you... What has been hugely fun in these workshops
in-person has been allowing participants to try supplies they might not have in their own
supply selection. So, if you are feeling adventurous, see if you have any of the optional supplies
in your stash. If you do not, | would recommend picking at least one or two to purchase and
play with during the workshop from the support and art media categories. You will be exposed
to several you can refer to through the demo at your conuvenience when you decide to invest
more!

I have embedded links in this version of the supply list for many of the items to the
DickBlick.com site for your conuenience.

Workspace & Miscellaneous

e Plastic to protect your worktable (recommend taping it to keep from slipping!)

e Plastic, drop cloth, or cardboard to set up a “drying” area for your freshly gelled pieces
(another table, under a table... be sure no one 2 or 4 legged can disturb them!

e Fan - helpful in drying especially if you want to work on them prior to next session

e 2 water containers (I like to have one to clean and another to dampen brushes for paint
application)

e Paper towels

e Apron - gelcan get everywhere! | use mine to clean my palette knife on...LOL!

Basic Supplies (Minimum Needed)

NOTE #1: | recommend you keep the supports smaller sized for the workshop 5x7, 6x6,
8x10, 12x12 range (the larger it is the longer it takes to cover in gel, and it uses
up more gel!)

NOTE #2: Using the best quality supplies you can afford and using acid free supports is
always optimal, but you can use what you have on hand to get started.
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e Supports - | will be using a variety of support, at a minimum you will need watercolor
paper:

0 Watercolor paper - | prefer 300 lb weight since it bears up well to the layers of
gel. (I've used 140 b but it is harder to work with) You can buy a full 22" x 30"
sheet and tear into smaller pieces, use pre-cut in a size you like, or purchase a pad
to pull from)

e Acrylic Gel
o0 Depending on the brand, this Acrylic Gel is called different things and comesina

variety of “transparencies.” We want to use GLOSS so it will dry fully transparent.
Don’'t confuse this with thinner mediums (Gloss medium, Matte medium) which
won't hold a peak... look for GELs that are used with acrylics to create impasto,
relief, or sculptural effects.

o0 Dick Blick Acrylic Gloss Medium (I know, the name says “gloss medium”... thisis a
gel!) - For learning this process | recommend this Gloss Acrylic Gel medium, the
quart (32 oz) size is plenty for workshop and is most affordable.

e Acrylic paint (I use both heavy body and fluids)
o Ifyou already use acrylics, you should be all set, use what you have.

= Avariety of colors and opacities (transparent, translucent, opaque) will
serve you well

= Do see the last page of this supply list for a list of colors | use as you may
want to add a few to your palette. Having a few “accent” colors (brights,
metallics) in addition to your normal colors can be particularly fun with
the Acrylic Layers technique.

0 If you have not tried fluid acrylics this might be a fun time to try them out!

Plastic Card or Silicone Shaper - Wallpaper smoothers or old credit cards or hotel room
keys work fine
Isopropyl Rubbing Alcohol - 90% if you can find it (works faster), whatever you can find
off of the grocery/drug store shelues!
Flexible Sanding Blocks (sponge covered with abrasive)
0 Need fine and medium grit - this one has both in one block:

0 Sand paper will work but the sponge type with abrasive on 4 sides is easy to hold
and use for the uneven surfaces we will create!
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e “Failed” or “Stuck” Piece of Art

e Supports - inflexible surfaces work best for this technique, stretched canvas “gives” and
can be challenging to work with.

Gessoed Panels - are nice to work with using this technique. This link is to the
1/8" thick ones which do need to be framed. You can get a variety of sizes.

Acrylic Gel Mediums - these brands are more expensive than the Dick Blick Acrylic
Gel and they do offer thicker options (Heavy, Extra Heavy) as well as different
transparencies (Gloss, Semi-Gloss, and Matte) Note: for this process | do not
recommend using the matte as you cannot see through it. The Semi-gloss yields
an encaustic wax effect.

Masks - this is the cut-out shape when making a stencil also called silhouette
stencils

Transfer paper (Graphite, blue, or white) - used when tracing something onto the
surface

If you have any questions, do not hesitate to contact me!
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Here is the list of Acrylic colors | keep on hand as an example if you need one; | will not be using
all of these during the workshop and do not expect you to have them all, but | am often asked
what |l use. | have a variety of brands, mostly Golden and Liquitex artist/professional grade.

If you have the core colors (a warm and cool of each of the primaries) key neutrals (my favorites
are Yellow Ochre, Burnt Umber, and Titanium Buff) and a few secondary and accent colors that
make you smile, you are in good shape for this workshop!

Having a few “icing the cake” colors is especially fun to use as “sparkle” colors to peak through
the layers we will be creating so | do recommend having a few bright and at least one metallic
on hand.

e Warms & Cools of primaries (Red, Yellow, Blue)
¢ Warm Red - Cadmium Red Medium hue, Naphthol Red light
e Cool Red - Quinacridone Crimson, Alizarin Crimson
e Warm Yellow - Indian Yellow, Cadmium Yellow Medium hue
e CoolYellow - Lemon Yellow, Hansa Yellow
¢ Warm Blue - Ultramarine Blue, Cobalt Blue, Cerulean Blue
e Cool Blue - Pthalo Blue (green shade)
e Neutrals & Earth tones
e Naples Yellow, Burnt Sienna, Burnt Umber, Yellow Ochre
e Titanium Buff, Bone Black, Paynes Grey, Parchment, Titanium White
e Secondary & Accent colors
¢ Cadmium Orange, Diaxazine Purple, Sap Green, Pthalo Green (blue shade)
e Prussian Blue, Quinacridone Magenta, Quinacridone Burnt Orange,
Quinacridone/Nickel (Azo) Gold , Green Gold, Hookers Green, Olive Green
e Light Blue Permanent, Light Blue Violet, Cobalt Teal, Turquoise
e Metallics - Iridescent Gold, Bronze, Silver
